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Alexander Hamilton (1757–1804) (Part 4) 

A DRAMATIC DEATH: Burr served as Vice President under Jefferson, but when it became clear that he would not be 
included on the ballot for re-election, Burr ran for Governor of New York in 1804. Once again, his opponent won with the 
aid of Alexander Hamilton. Soon after, a letter appeared in the Albany Register claiming Hamilton called Burr 
untrustworthy and a “dangerous man.”  Because of this, and because of other unpleasant interactions with the very 
passionate Hamilton, Aaron Burr had fostered a deep dislike for him. Burr eventually challenged Hamilton to a gun duel. 
They faced each other on July 11, 1804. Hamilton aimed his gun at the sky at the last second, while Burr’s bullet hit him in 
the ribs. The wound proved fatal, and Hamilton died the next day.

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Message from the PRESIDENT (and report on the 128th National Congress) 

This past summer I had the honor of serving as a delegate to the 128th National 
Congress of the Sons of the American Revolution in Houston, Texas.  It was a 
pleasure to return to my home town and even more enjoyable to speak with people 
experiencing it for the first time. 
The meeting rooms were filled with Compatriots and ladies from all corners of the 
US as well as a delegation from France.  High office was not a barrier as I found 
General Officers to be warm and approachable.  The unapologetic patriotism was 
constantly present and truly refreshing.  America is genuinely exceptional! 
 
A number of items were discussed and voted upon and will be of interest to the membership. 
Constitutional changes: 
1. Amendment proposed by the Virginia Society:  Add to eligibility for membership candidates who in lineal descent, whether by 

blood or by legally decreed adoption.  Amendment failed. 
2. Add new sections to define two additional classes of membership.  To wit: 1) Regular Member, 2) Junior Member, 3) National 

Life Member, 4) Emeritus Member, 5) Memorial Member.  Amendment referred back to the By-Laws Committee. 
By-laws changes: 
1. Applications must include Patriot Ancestor's name, residence, and services to the American Revolution.  Amendment to remove 

the word: residence.  Amendment passed. 
2. Add category of National Life Membership to the National Society.  Amendment passed. 
3. Outline specifics of Memorial Membership.  To wit:  A Memorial Membership to the National Society shall be made available for 

deceased males of the same family as current members.  The deceased family members eligible for Memorial Membership shall 
not be prior to the second generation prior to the generation of the current member.  The application fee, the form, and the 
procedure for a Memorial Membership shall be the same as provided in the Bylaws.  Amendment passed. 

4. Current Board of Trustees is composed of: 1) One member from each State Society elected as Trustee, 2) Any General Officer, 3) 
Former Presidents General, 4) Members of the Executive Committee.  Proposal to limit voting Trustees to just those in category 
1.  (I.e. State Trustees). Amendment failed. 

5. New members pay National Society dues in the year his application is approved.  Amendment: if application is registered on or 
after September 1, dues shall be credited to the following year. Amendment passed. 

6. Amendment to add following paragraph to the above bylaw: Any Junior Membership application submitted to the National 
Society in which the new Junior Member will attain the age of 18 years prior to December 31st of the year in which the 
application is registered shall submit National Dues in the amount equal to the Regular Member dues as by the Annual 
Congress.  Amendment passed. 

7. Added to bylaws:  further clarification of Life Membership.  Amendment passed. 
8. Amendment: clarification of reinstatement of Members who have been terminated.  To wit: Reinstatements recorded by the 

Registrar General on or after September 1 shall be credited to the follow year.  Amendment passed. 
Treasurer's Report: 

¶ Fees for 2018-2019 shall remain unchanged. 

¶ Fees for Memorial Membership:  $80 application fee, $35 dues. 
Information for the Chapter: 

¶ Society membership: 35,882 

¶ New logo adopted.  [This caused some degree of confusion and discussion.  It was clarified that the 
new logo was being added and not intended to replace any current insignia.] 

¶ American History Teacher Award:  Expanded to three levels: elementary, middle, high school. Cash 
award increased from $1400 to $5000. 

¶ The national flag of Spain will now be included in all official National events. 
Shortly after my return from Houston, a meeting of the Board of Directors of the Washington State Society 
of the SAR was held in Ellensburg.  A number of items were on the agenda which will be of interest to the 
membership. 

¶ A new medal has been proposed that may be awarded at the State or Chapter Level.  The Washington Superior Service Medal 
may be presented to a Compatriot who may have already received high recognition (e.g. Distinguished Service Medal, 
Patriot's Medal, etc.).  At the direction of the Board, the citation will be rewritten. Vice President Viren Lemmer will present 
the proposal to the Medals and Awards Committee at the Fall Leadership Conference in Louisville, Kentucky. 

¶ Chuck Waid was elected to the Board of Directors in an at-large position.  He is the Chairman of the Nominating Committee 
and must be a voting member of the Board. 

¶ The State Society's insurance needs were discussed.  An ad hoc committee was formed to research the issue and report back 
to the Board at the October meeting.  The committee members are State Secretary Al Pinkam and Alexander Hamilton 
Chapter President Keith Weissinger.

SAR 2021 Congress funding: 

¶ A letter requesting donations will be sent to the membership in mid-September.  Notification will also be placed in the 
Cannonball.  A flier included with the dues notification is being considered. 

¶ Current funds for the Congress are $24,218 plus $2200 raised from donations to date. 

¶ Total budget: $65,000 to $70,000 
Bylaws changes: 

¶ The requirement to serve on the Board of Directors within three years of serving as State President was removed. 

¶ The position of State Color Guard Commander was added as a member of the Board of Directors. 

¶ The name of the Washington State Meeting was changed to the Washington SAR Annual Conference. 

¶ The funding for the Washington SAR Annual Conference was clarified: 
a. Two Dollars of member’s state dues shall be allocated to fund the annual Conference.  [This is not an increase in dues.] 
b. The State Treasurer is authorized to advance the Host Chapter $1,000.00 from Annual       Conference Budget to cover 

preliminary expenses incident to the planning, preparation, and conduct of the Annual Conference. 
c. Not later than thirty (30) days following the close of the conference, the Host Chapter shall submit a complete statement of 

income and expenses on account of the conference to the State Treasurer and the State President. 

¶ The requirement to hold the Washington SAR Annual Conference in the eastern portion of the state was changed from 
every other year to every 3 to 4 years. 

¶ The creation of the Bylaws and Administrative Procedures Review Committee was adopted. 

¶ A lengthy and detailed template for the Washington SAR Annual Conference was written by Compatriot Chuck Waid.  It was 
approved and added to the bylaws. 

As you can see, a great deal of work occurs behind the scenes.  Your State and Chapter officers strive for the betterment of the 
Society.  If we believe our organization is a reflection of our country, then nothing short of excellence can be accepted.
